We are a few days away from the beginning
of Lent. Let this time of the Liturgical Year
challenge us and strengthen our faith &
commitment to live out the call of holiness,
which is an invitation to all of us. As we enter this Season of
Lent, we are mindful of what the Lord has taught us by His
life: suffering, sacrifice, death and resurrection.

The following week, February 23 at Saint Patrick, etc.

A Lenten Mission will be offered the first week of March.

Lenten Fast & Abstinence Regulations
Abstinence from meat on Ash Wednesday (February 14)
and the Fridays of Lent (for those 14 and older) is required
by Church law. Also, Ash Wednesday and Good Friday are
days of fasting: those between the ages of 18 and 59 should
eat less (meaning take no solid food between meals and only
one full meal that day). Serious health conditions excuse a
person from these precepts. Minors who are not bound by
the law of fast and abstinence should nonetheless be
educated in an authentic sense of penance.

NOTE: For Valentine’s Day (2/14), dispensations from the
discipline of fasting and abstinence will not be granted by

the Bishop.

Both rectories will be closed on Monday, February 19,
2018, in observance of Presidents’ Day.
