Currently many of these projects are directed to
refugee resettlement in the Sudan (Darfur included),
Uganda and Congo, AIDS prevention and AIDS orphans
assistance, training of local missionaries-- both lay and
religious, women’s education at secondary level,
establishing wells and other sources of safe water for
desert dwellers in Ethiopia, Eritrea and Kenya.
