Dear Friends in Christ,

Blessings and prayers to all our fathers--
living and deceased.

The month of June is filled with graduations, ordinations,
family gatherings, anticipation of summer and vacations.
By the way, one of my favorite parts of this time of year in
Rl is the Newport Creamery Monday Special buy one Awful
Awful and get one free!
