Dear Brothers and Sisters,

Lent has begun. Ashes were distributed this past
Wednesday. The Lenten Season begins with
ashes that remind us of our mortality and need
for conversion. Father Saunders, in an article, reminds us
that "Ashes symbolized mourning, mortality and penance."”
He references the Old Testament passages that note the use
of ashes, as well as the New Testament. In the Gospel, he
says, "Jesus Himself also made reference to ashes: Referring
to towns that refused to repent of sin although they had
witnessed the miracles and heard the good news, our Lord
said, ‘If the miracles worked in you had taken place in Tyre
and Sidon, they would have reformed in sackcloth and ashes
long ago’ (Matthew 11:21)." May this Lent be one that
brings us closer to Christ and helps us to think more about
the spiritual realities that surround all we believe and
practice as Catholics.
